As you might expect, in the time that we identified these lines, most have been superceded by other selections. The 03F germplasm is quite dwarf, and not all of those lines proved to be useful in our 04 nurseries. The 04F2304 germplasm is still quite variable, but would be more likely to be a type more immediately applicable to your production settings.

I would be interested in your assessment of adaptation and potential value of the germplasm, including maturity, height, relative grain set and / or yield, and reaction to and/or severity of rust, leaf spot, and other diseases or pests.
